Middle Park 4-H Council By-laws, (excerpts taken for Officer information. For more By-laws please call the Grand County Extension Office at 970-724-3436.) 
Article IV: 

Officers and Elections
Section 1.
The Middle Park 4-H Council Officers shall be composed of the following: President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, Parliamentarian, Reporter, Pledge Leader, 2 Senators, 1 Alternate Senator, Leader Advisor to the Council (ex-officio), and Extension Agents (ex-officio). Ex-officio members are non-voting.

Section 2.
A form to self-nominate will be given to eligible members, then returned to the Extension Office the night of elections. Forms may not be submitted after that time unless there is no member running for an office. 4-H members may run for any number of offices. If elected to an office the member is immediately removed from election to any other office he/she is running for except for Senator positions.
Section 4.
No member shall hold a council office until they have successfully completed one year of club work, and must be at least eleven (11) years old, with the exception of the pledge leader, who may be younger and the Senators who must be fourteen (14) years old. Should an officer be elected who is serving as a voting delegate for a 4-H club, his/her respective club shall fill the vacancy.

Article VI:

Duties of the Executive Committee and Officers

Section 1.
The 4-H Council Officers shall form an Executive Committee. It shall have the power to act for the Council on matters requiring immediate attention. They shall draw up the suggested agenda before the regular meeting.

Section 2.
The President shall preside at meeting of the Council and the Executive Committee and shall perform all the duties usually pertaining to the office. The President shall have the power to appoint standing and special committees.

Section 3.
The Vice President shall act as aide to the President and shall perform the duties of the President in the absence of the President. The Vice President shall be a member of all committees.

Section 4.
The Secretary shall keep a correct written record of all meetings of the 4-H Council and of the Executive Committee (and shall perform such other duties as may be delegated). The Secretary will submit a copy of the minutes of each Council meeting to the Extension Office. The Extension Office will mail one copy of the minutes to each club president. The Council Secretary shall make a completer transfer of all minutes and correspondence as are in their possession to their successor.

Section 5.
The Treasurer shall receive all moneys of the Council and shall keep an accurate record of receipt and expenditures and shall pay out funds. The Treasurer shall give a treasurer’s report at every regular Council meeting. Checks will require two(2) signatures; the Treasurer and the Leader Advisor to the Council. The Treasurer shall be on the budget or finance committee.

Section 6.
The Reporter shall see that all 4-H Council news be let known to the public as soon as possible.

Section 7. 
The Pledge Leader shall lead the Council in the Pledge of Allegiance and the 4-H Pledge at each meeting.

Section 8. 
The Senators shall represent the Middle Park 4-H Council at District meeting and State Conferences and must report back to the 4-H Council. If a Senator is unable to attend then the Alternate Senator will replace them.

Section 9.
The Parliamentarian shall help the President maintain order to the business meeting. The Parliamentarian shall also know the rules of conducting a meeting according to Robert’s Rules of Order.

Section 10.
The Leader Advisor to the Council shall meet with the officers to set the meeting agendas, assist the officer at regular and executive meetings, chaperone Senators to the District Meeting and State Conferences, have signature authority on the checking account and have no vote during council meetings.

Section 11.
If an officer misses 3 regular scheduled council meetings, they will be dismissed. A replacement officer will be appointed by the 4-H Council Executive Committee to fill the remainder of the term for that office.

Section 12.
Council Officers will attend an Officer Retreat before the December meeting.
